THE LITURGICAL CALENDAR THIS WEEK . . . 
Wednesday is the Memorial of St Peter Chanel – a French missionary priest belonging to the 
Society of Mary (the ‘Marists’) he went to the South Pacific, where he suffered martyrdom by being 
clubbed to death in 1841; he was aged thirty-eight. St Peter was canonised by Pope Pius XII in 1954. 
Bishop Alan is a Marist and has also worked in the South Pacific. 
 

Thursday is the European Feast of St Catherine of Siena - a member of the Dominican Order, it 
was through her example of holiness, and her wisdom, that she made a great impact on the Church of 
her time, which was split by the ‘Great Schism’. St Pope Paul VI gave her the title ‘Doctor of the 
Church’. She died in 1380; her tomb is under the high altar in the Roman church of Santa Maria sopra 
Minerva.
